The only fair way to tax the people is with a flat tax taken at the time of your earnings, if the federal government had 25% of the total national payroll, no exceptions, there would be more than enough money to run our government. The increase in revenue by taxing everyone the same and the savings of eliminating 90% of the Internal revenue wasted cost would make a simple system that would pay the bills.

We can not gain anything by just creating more tax laws to go with a system that is already so confusing even the best accountant can not understand it all. As for this being a bi-partisan group if that is the truth it would be history in the making. We have not had anything bi-partisan in years in this country. I was going to suggest that a board made up of normal business people be used for this but I know that a board made up of Democrats and Republicans could not agree even on the people for this board. We can not even appoint judges how would we ever agree on a board.

Until our governent decides to operate like a business we will never be able to have a balanced budget or a simple tax system.
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
