         MY NEIGHBOR'S HUSBAND RECENTLY HAD A MASIVE STROKE WHICH LEFT HIM PARTIALLY PARALZED AND UNABLE TO WALK OR TALK..THE RESULTING OVERWHELMING AND ATTENDENT MEDICAL EXPENSES  EXCEEDED THEIR INSURANCE.THE DEDUCTIONS FOR THOSE EXPENSES ON THEIR 1040 FEDERAL TAX RETURN TRIGGERED THE ALTERNATIVE MINIMUM TAX AND ACCORDINGLY THEY HAD TO PAY A HUGH TAX BILL FAR ABOVE WHAT THEY WOULD HAVE NORMALLY PAID BECAUSE OF THE HUSBAND'S ILLNESS AND HUGH MEDICAL EXPENSES.

          ACCORDINGLY THE TAX CODE AND SPECIFICALLY THE ATM RESULTED IN HUGH TAX INCREASE FOR THIS FAMILLY  SOLELY BECAUSE OF THEIR MEDICAL

EXPENSES-- JUST THE OPPOSITE OF WHAT SHOULD HAVE OCCURRED-- I.E. TAX RELIEF IN THIS INSTANCE.
