Tax reform panel,
I am sending you this message in hopes that you will get rid of this horrible tax system that favors those who have voices in Washington to pluck tax breaks for themselves.

I, personally, do not have a tax advocate in Washington, this is just one of the reasons I wish to replace it with HR25 a National Sales Tax on consumption.  Let me give you my reasons for supporting HR 25.

I am a 70 year old black man that has worked himself up from the streets of Detroit.  I have raised 6 children that are all out of the house.  I worked and went to school at times during this period.  For 8 years, we threw The Daily Oklahoman newspaper, to help put my daughter through college. There are many reasons I support HR 25 The National Sales Tax:
1. 
This bill will capture lots of illegal money.

2.
All people in this country, including people on vacation, will help support Social Security.   This also provides a broader tax base.

3. 
The employee and employer will realize an income increase of 7.13% each that was once paid to Washington (FICA) now funded by the Fair Tax HR 25.

4. 
Many businesses will move back to this country because of the new tax laws. This includes off-shore money. There will be no need to hide money any longer.

5. 
Unemployment should greatly decrease.

6. 
There will be no files, Forms, TurboTax, or tax preparers to pay or incorrect information to get from the IRS.  There efforts can be used elsewhere to enforce the National Sales Tax collections.
