A solicitation will be issued not later than 12 June 2004, requesting proposals for Base Support Services at Ar Rustimiyah Military Base, Iraq.  The contemplated contract will be fixed price, with a base period of one year, 1 August 2004 through 31 July 2004, and an option period of one year thereafter.  Supported personnel will be 200 on 1 August 2004, 600 on 1 October 2004, 900 on 1 January 2005 and 1,000 on 1 April 2005.  The contractor will be required to provide food service operations to include 3 varied Iraqi style fare per day.  Food service operations also includes a 14 day continegency stock of MREs and hand washing facilities at entrances and exits.  All dishwashing and cooking and serving utiensils will be provided by the contractor.  The contractor will also be required to perform all base camp operations and maintenance of existing facilities.  The contractor will provide all tools and equipment for operations and maintenance efforts.  The contractor shall maintain the existing water system, electrical system and provide bulk fuel and gas station services. The contractor shall perform the following services: vehicle maintenance, stock control and warehousing, supply support, billeting service, armory, ammunitions depot, furniture store, clothing issue facility, laundry services, barber services, fire protection, vector control, housekeeping, entertainment systems, signs and morale, welfare and recreation equipment, base convenience store and IT support.  The contractor shall submit the following deliverables:  Daily Event Situation Report (SITREP), Accident Reports, Weekly Billeting/Office Saniitation Inspection Report, Foodservice Operations Daily Sanitation Inspection Report, Daily Equipment Status Report.
